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" The order in which the question-papers for each examination are ordinarily-given, can be found in the programmes of
examinations issued separately.
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Candidates should read the question-papers very carefully before they begin to write their answers.
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The doors will open half an hour before the time of examination on the first day and 15 minutes before on subsequent days and
close punctually on each day at the hour of the commencement of the examination, after which no candidate will be admitted.
Candidates should assemble in the Examination Hall at least ten minutes before the commencement of the examination. On
certain days there will be two/three sessions (morning, noon and afternoon).

(a) The candidates will be given only the Main Answer-book to write the answers of objective and descriptive questions. No
supplementary answer—book will be given to any candidate.

(b) There will be only Multiple choice type Question (MCQS) in the paper of Environmental Studies of B.A./B.Com./B.Sc.
Pt. 1 Examination. The candidates will be required to give their answers in the OMR Answer—sheet given to them
separately.

(c) Answers of all the questions (objective as well as descriptive) are to be given in the main answer—book only. Answers of
objective type questions must be given in sequential order. Similarly all the parts of one question of descriptive part
should be answered at one place in the answer-book. One Complete question should not be answered at different places
in the answer—book.

(d) Candidates will berequired to hand-over their answer— books as soon as the time of the examination is over. They should
not leave the examination room without handing over their answer-books to the invigilator incharge.

(e) The facility of Scribe/Reader/Lab Assistant should be allowed and one hour compensatory time be given to any person
who has disability 0f40% or more if so desired by the person.
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A seat marked with his roll number will be allotted to each candidate and a book for writing answers will be found on his desk.
Candidates will be required to find their seats for themselves.
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Candidates should note very carefully that, except for the Admission Card issued by the University, they should not bring
with them in the Examination Hall mobile or any paper or note-book or notes etc. or any other article containing hints which
are likely to prove helpful in answering the questions. If any such material is recovered from their possession, it shall
tentamount to using unfair means in the examination and will be dealt with under. O.152 and no excuses of any kind shall be
entertained in this regard. Candidates found talking or indulging in other activities treated as undesirable or objectionable by
.the Centre Superintendent will also be dealt with accordingly.
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5 (a) Candidates should be prepared/produce themselves for giving their search physically, to the supervisory staff/Internal
Flying Squad/University Flying Squad, or any person authorised by the University or the Centre Superintendent, if
they are asked to do so during the examination.

6  Answers must be written on both sides of the leaf. No portion of the answer-book provided should be torn off or folded. Ifa
candidate wishes to cancel any part ofhis answer, he may do so by drawing distinct lines across it.
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7. Candidates should note carefully and comply with the requirement of answering questions in two separate answer-books,
wherever laid down. If they fail to do so, questions of only relevant section shall be examined and those of the irrelevant
section treated as cancelled. They should therefore write answers of the questions of Section A in the answer-book of Section
A, and the answers of the questions of Section B in the answer-book of Section B.
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8. No other medium except English, Hindi or Sanskrit (whichever permissible) is allowed for answering question-papers.
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9. Candidates will be penalised to the extent of one mark per question if they do not number their answers correctly.
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10. Candidates should write their Roll Numbers and other particulars required of them correctly on the cover of the answer-book.
The Roll Numbers should be written in English and in figures as well as in words. Writing of Roll Number else where or
giving any other mark of identification any where else will be treated as use of unfairmeans.
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11. Candidates should not write their namés, nor should they sign anywhere on the covers or inside the answer-books.
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12. Candidates are required to use their own pen. Graphs and Drawing papers etc. will be supplied to the candidates by the Centre
Superintendent, if required by the examiners foranswering a particular question in a particular paper.
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13. Candidates must obey all instructions they receive from the Superintendent of the Centre.
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14. Candidates must show their Admission Cards when demanded. '
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15. Smoking and other intoxicants are strictly prohibited in the Examination Hall.
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16. Where acandidates changes ink while he is answering a paper, he should bring this fact of the notice of the invigilator on duty
who will record this fact at the appropriate place and affix the Controller of Examinations facsimile stamp.
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17. Candidates'should note carefully that it shall be deemed an offence amounting to cheatmg if they write answer to the same
question more than once.
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18. Candidates must cross all the blank pages of answer-books, after completely his answers.
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19. No candidate should leave any page blank in between any two answers in the answer-book. If a page or two are inadvertently
left blank, the letters “P.T.O.” must invariably be written on that page or pages for the guidance of the examiner.
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
